CONSIDERATION/PAYMENT

5.1 [bookmark: _GoBack] Payment Schedule.  In consideration of the individual and group treatment services to be provided, the State shall pay the Contractor under the following schedule:

· Participants’ third-party health-plan coverage including Medicaid or any other health insurance plan will be billed for all covered services. State payment for services outlined in this contract is a last resort after all other revenue streams that the participant is eligible for have been exhausted.
· The Contractor may bill the State at the Medicaid rate for services outlined in the contract and not covered by the third-party health-plan coverage. Both parties understand this may include a participant’s co-pay cost for a service. 
· The Contractor shall notify the State within 60 days if a participant does not have a billable third-party health-plan. 
· The State will reimburse the Contractor at a rate of $_________ per hour for the .25 treatment coordinator services listed in section 3C.  
· Total payments by the State under this contract may not exceed $_______ per year.

Contractor shall submit a monthly invoice to the 13th Judicial District Yellowstone County Impaired Driving Court/STEER.  Invoices will be divided into two parts:

· Treatment and Healthcare Services: Invoices must include the name of each participant receiving services, a description of the services provided, and a description of services were not covered by third-party health plans.  Services billed under this section will be billed at rate established by Medicaid. Invoices must be approved by Judge Mary Jane Knisely before submittal to the Office of Court Administrator for payment.
· Treatment Coordinator Services (.25 FTE):  Invoices must itemize contract- funded personnel costs.  Copies of payroll reports must be attached to support invoices charges with employee name included.  Invoices must be approved by Judge Mary Jane Knisely before submittal to the State.
