[bookmark: _GoBack]Attire, food and cell phones in the courtroom:  Treatment Court participants are expected to dress appropriately in Court.  Men must wear pants of appropriate length and fit, a shirt and shoes.  Women must wear pants or skirts of appropriate length, a modest top and shoes.  Tight and/or low-riding pants, see-through blouses, mini-skirts, “crop tops”, tube tops, bathing suit tops and halter tops are examples of unacceptable attire. Clothing that bears violent, racist, sexist, drug or alcohol-related themes or promotes or advertises alcohol or drug use will not be permitted.     No gang colors or gang clothing shall be worn in court.  No sunglasses, bandanas or hats are to be worn inside the courtroom. You may be asked to change your clothes if anyone on the Treatment Court Team notices that you are wearing clothing that is not appropriate for the courtroom. 
Food, drinks and powered cell phones or pagers that are not placed on vibrate/silence are not permitted in the courtroom.
