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1.0 Policy

The state district court program assumes the district court expense in all postconviction proceedings held pursuant to Title 46, chapter 21 (postconviction hearings) and in all habeas corpus proceedings held pursuant to Title 46, chapter 22, (habeas corpus) and appeals from these proceedings.

2.0 Federal Habeas Corpus

The state also assumes the following expenses incurred by the state in cases challenging the validity of a conviction or sentence:  transcript fees, witness fees, and expenses for court-ordered psychiatric examinations.
