78. 

DISPOSITION OF SB 80 

Matt Himsl moved to do pass SB 80. The question was called. 
The motion passed unanimously. 

DISPOSITION OF SB 78 

Senator Van Valkenburg asked about the trust accounts. He 
said the State Auditor's Office was concerned if they loose 
their trust account there would be no reason for collecting 
regulatory fees for the securities and the insurance 
industry. 

Senator Regan replied that by passing this bill the funds 
will still revert to the general fund. She pointed out that 
there was no sense in earmarking the funds. She said the 
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agency may collect more than they spend in regulation. In 
comparing other agencies there are many fees collected and 
deposited in an account that have no relation to the 
program. 

Senator Regan moved that SB 78 be amended to exclude the 
Firemans Account (See Exhibit). 

The question was called. The motion passed. 

Senator Van Valkenburg voiced concerns regarding the two 
units- the securities and the insurance division. He said 
the federal government gave the regulation of the insurance 
industry to the states many years ago and he noted that the 
feds wanted to take it out of the hands of the states. He 
pointed out that neglecting to have regulated the securities 
and the insurance industry would make the state liable. 

Senator Devlin asked if the funds would revert before any 
monies were spent out of them by the Auditors Office. 
Senator Regan said that the agency collect the fees and they 
go into the general fund where they are easily tracked by 
SBAS. The Auditor will know exactly how much they have 
collected and they will not let you forget that and they 
then have to justify their budget like anyone else. 

Senator Keating asked about the list with the firemans fund 
did the LFC recommend that all of them be de-earmarked. 
Senator Regan said that only the ones that had asterisks by 
them were statutorily marked that way, the rest of them 
would revert anyhow and this was an agreement with the 
Department of Administration. 

The Question was called on the motion. The motion passed on 
a roll call vote with 10 yes, and 9 no.
