ORDER OF CONFINEMENT


TO THE SHERIFF OF YELLOWSTONE COUNTY:
On July 8, 2015, ______________, JR., the Defendant herein, appeared in front of the STEER Court, the Honorable Mary Jane Knisely. The Defendant was represented by counsel, Fred Snodgrass. The Defendant was advised of his rights to have a hearing before the Court and to put the State to the burden of proving the alleged violations by a preponderance of the evidence. The Defendant stated he understood his rights and waived his right to a hearing. The Defendant admitted he was non-compliant with various requirements of the STEER Court, specifically: failed to report for a UA on July 5, 2015; was dilute on July 6, 2015. The Court found the Defendant’s admission constituted violations of the contractual requirements of the STEER Court.
Therefore, upon the Defendant’s admission(s) and good cause appearing,  

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the Defendant, _____________, JR., be confined to the Yellowstone County Detention Facility immediately for a period of four (4) days. 
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that upon release from YCDF, the Defendant,

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that upon release from YCDF, the Defendant, ______________________, JR., shall report daily for UA testing for seven (7) days.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Defendant, _____________________, JR., comply with all requirements of the STEER Court, with ZERO TOLERANCE. 


The Defendant is NOT eligible for the Sheriff’s Labor Detail.
