SUSPENDED ORDER OF CONFINEMENT


TO THE SHERIFF OF YELLOWSTONE COUNTY:

On August 20, 2014, the Defendant appeared before the STEER Court. The Defendant admitted he was non-compliant with various requirements of the STEER Court; the Defendant admitted driving, being involved in an accident, and being cited for No Insurance.  The Court found that those admissions constituted violations of the contractual requirements of the STEER Court.
Therefore, upon the Defendant’s admission(s) and good cause appearing,  

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the Defendant, ROBERT PETER STANDISH, be confined to the Yellowstone County Detention Facility for 2 days, with all of those days suspended, for 30 days, upon the following conditions: 

That Defendant shall: complete a paper on the topic of “How Does Driving Jeopardize the STEER Court program; comply with all the requirements of his STEER Court (formerly IDC) contractual obligations, with ZERO TOLERANCE.
