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However this section as amended by Section 12 of Chapter III of 
Chapter 172, Session Laws of 1917, provides for an in3pection, on order 
of the board, either by the County Surveyor alone, or by some member 
or members of the board, and does not !Irovide for any joint inspection 
by the County Surveyor and some member or- members of the board. 
Neither is there any provision made any place in Chapter III of 
Chapter 172, Session Laws of 1917, for any joint inspection by the 
County Surveyor and f.:ome member or members of the board. The 
only provisicn made for a joint inspection by the County Surveyor and 
a member of the bcard is found in Section 4 of Chapter IV of Chapter 
172, and that section has re~ercnce only to the County Surveyor and 
some one member of the board actiBg as viewers when a pcl iUnD i"s 
filed to establish, change or disccntinue a- common or public highway. 

I am, there~ore, of the opinion that Secticn 13 is only applicable 
to in,.pecticns made of a proP03cd highway by the County Surveyor 
and a member of the boarj acting as viewers, as provied in S~ction 4 
of Chapter IV, and that it has no application to in3pections made of 
highways or work on any highway or bridge under the provisions- of 
Section 12 of Chapter III.

IV the board may direct an inspection to be 
made by the County Surveyor, or by any member or members 
of the· board.

I am in receipt of your letter of June 27th submitting the follow­
lng, with re~erence to the new highway law, Chapter 172, Session 
Laws of 1917: 

Under Section 12 of Cha!lter III of said Act can the board 
of county commissioners direct that all of the members of .the 
board act in making inspections therein provided for? 
Under Section 3 and 4 of Chapter IV of said Act can all the 
members of the board act in making an investigation as to the 
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feasibility, desirability and cost of establishing a new highway, 
or does Section 4 restrict them to the a!lPointment of one mem­
ber of the board to act with the county surveyor in making 
such investigations? 
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Section 12 of Chapter III of said Act authorizes and empowers the 

board of county ccmmissioners to direct the county surveyor or mem­
bers of the board of county commissioners to in3pect the condition of 
any proposed highway, or highway or work done on any highway or 
bridge during the progress of the work. 

Section 3 of Chapter IV of said Act !lrovides that when a petition 
Is filed as authorized by Section 2 of said Chapter, (that i3 a petition 
to establish, change or die.centinue a highway), the board of county 
commissioners shall, at their next regular meeting, or at some cate 
within thirty days after the next regular meeting, proceed to cause an 
investigation as to the feasibility, desirability and C03t of granting the 
prayer of the petition. 

Section 4 of Cha!lter IV !lrovides that (when a petiticn is filed to 
establir.h, change or discontinue a highway), not more than cne member 
of the board of county commissioners and the county surveyor shall 
act as viewers. 

Secticn 12 of Chapter III and Sections 3 and 4 of Chapter IV 
must be ccnsidered together, and so ccnsidering them, I am of the 
opinion that whcn the bcard desires an ins!lection made of any high­
way alrea:1y established, or of any work on any highway or bridge. the 
board may direct such ins!lection to be made by the county surveyor, 
or by any member or members of the board, that is by cne member, 
or by two members, or by all three members of the board. but if the 
inspection is to be made under the !lrovisions of Section 4 of Chapter 
IV, ~or the purpose of determining the fea3ibil,ity. desirability and cost 
of establishing. changing or discontinuing a highway. then not more 
than cne member of the board can act with the County Surveyor in 
making such inspection.
