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1.0 POLICY

It is the policy of the Judicial Branch that transcription fees are those fees established in 3-5-604, MCA.  
2.0 DEFINITIONS

Transcript: A written record of any or all District Court proceedings.

Transcription Fees: Those fees, as delineated in section 3-5-604, MCA, that the court reporter is authorized to charge for producing the court record.

· Transcription fees are $2 a page for the original transcript, 50 cents a page for the first copy, and 25 cents a page for each additional copy.

Actual Costs of Preparation: Those documented out-of-pocket costs incurred to create a transcript.  These costs are paper, printing and photocopy charges.

3.0
PROCEDURE

3.1 Transcriptions

· Each court reporter shall furnish, upon request, with all reasonable diligence, to a party or a party’s attorney in a case in which the court reporter has attended the trial or hearing, a transcript of the testimony and proceedings of the trial or hearing upon payment as directed in 3-5-604, MCA.

· If the court reporter is not entitled to retain transcription fees, the court reporter is required to deliver requested transcripts to the Clerk of District Court.  The Clerk of District Court shall only release transcripts upon receipt of required fees.  The Clerk of District Court shall forward the transcript fees to the Department of Revenue for deposit in the state general fund.
