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1.0 Policy

Funding for computer systems, hardware, software, wiring and hook-ups was not provided for in SB176.  

The Office of the Court Administrator will work with the newly established Supreme Court Commission on Technology, the Chief Justice of the Montana Supreme Court, district court judges and personnel, the state Department of Administration, Information Technology Services Division and the Legislature to obtain adequate funding for an integrated information technology system in the Montana Judiciary. 

2.0 District Court Computer Services

In counties where the option exists, the Office of the Court Administrator will work with county commissioners, judges and county information technology departments to establish agreements where the state can pay the county a reasonable fee for access to existing wiring, hook-ups, and support.

2.1 Funding is not available to upgrade or replace all district court computer equipment on July 1, 2002.

3.0 Clerk of the Court Judicial Case Management System

To the extent of available funding and staff resources, the Office of the Court Administrator will continue to provide services (hardware, software, and support) to clerks of district court.
