SERVICES

The contractor agrees to describe services in detail. 
 A week camping trip that includes a day long river trip, fishing, basic survival skills, day hikes, and positive role model’s. The focus of the camp is to build and reinforce trust, teamwork, self-esteem and confidence.
Camp host are all volunteers from local Law Enforcement, Fire Dept and Emergency Medical Responders who donate their time.
COMPENSATION FOR SERVICES

The contractor shall be reimbursed describe reimbursement in detail.
The Contractor shall be reimbursed at a rate of $250.00 per youth and approximately 20 youth will participate in the program.

Total payment under this agreement may not exceed $5,000. The contractor shall submit a monthly invoice to the # Judicial District Youth Court for approval indicating, number of youth served, cost per service, and total cost.
INSURANCE
The contractor shall purchase and maintain occurrence coverage with combined single limits for each wrongful act to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns or subcontractors.

General Requirements. The contractor shall maintain for the duration of the MOU, at its cost and expense, insurance against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property, including contractual liability, which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the work by the contractor, agents, employees, representatives, assigns, or subcontractors. This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any negligent act or omission.

Primary Insurance. The contractor's insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respect to the State, its officers, officials, employees, and volunteers and shall apply separately to each project or location. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the State, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers shall be excess of the contractor’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

Specific Requirements for Commercial General Liability. The contractor shall purchase and maintain occurrence coverage with combined single limits for bodily injury, personal injury, and property damage of $300,000 per occurrence and $600,000 aggregate per year to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns or subcontractors.

Specific Requirements for Automobile Liability. The contractor shall purchase and maintain coverage with split limits of $500,000 per person (personal injury), $1,000,000 per accident occurrence (personal injury), and $100,000 per accident occurrence (property damage), OR combined single limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns or subcontractors. 

(Independent Person)

Specific Requirements for Professional Liability.  The contractor shall purchase and maintain occurrence coverage with combined single limits for each wrongful act of $300,000 per occurrence and $ 600,000 aggregate per year to cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, negligence of the Contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns or subcontractors. Note: if “occurrence” coverage is unavailable or cost prohibitive, the Contractor may provide “claims made” coverage provided the following conditions are met: (1) the commencement date of the contract must not fall outside the effective date of insurance coverage and will be the retroactive date for insurance coverage in future years; and (2) the claims made policy must have a three year tail for claims that are made (filed) after the cancellation or expiration date of the policy.

Additional Insured Status. The State, its officers, officals, employees, and volunteers are to be covered and listed as additional insureds for liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf of the Contractor, including the insureds general supervision of the Contractor, products and completed operations; premises owned, leased, occupied, or used.

 Self-Insured Retentions. Any deductible or self-insured retention must be declared to and approved by the state agency. The Contractor shall provide proof of self-insurance.  Compliance may be evidenced by attaching a copy of the self-insurance certificate.

Certificate of Insurance/Endorsements. The contractor shall submit a certificate of insurance from an insurer indicating compliance with the required coverages. The contractor must notify the State immediately, of any material change in insurance coverage, such as changes in limits, coverages, change in status of policy, etc. The State reserves the right to require complete copies of insurance policies at all times.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS
The Contractor must, in performance of work under this contract, fully comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations, including the Montana Human Rights Act, the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.  Any subletting or subcontracting by the Contractor (in accordance with section 7 of this contract) subjects subcontractors to the same provision. In accordance with section (§49-3-207, MCA), the Contractor agrees that the hiring of persons to perform the contract will be made on the basis of merit and qualifications and there will be no discrimination based upon race, color, religion, creed, political ideas, sex, age, marital status, physical or mental disability, or national origin by the persons performing the contract.

EFFECTIVE DATE
